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Despite an innovative work on bridging the gap between campus activities and classrooms activities, teacher students ask for more coherence in their education. This paper examines the problems in transforming knowledge between the two main contexts in teacher education, also known as the theory-practice problem. The paper is thematic and the research question will be discussed in light of theories of learning and development with emphasis on a discussion that developed in the 1980s concerning the concepts of transfer and transformation.  Further the research question will be discussed in light of learning theories and of research on teaching students' learning. Implications for teacher education will also be discussed. The paper suggest that although we have changed the view on how we learn to become teachers and trying to adapt teacher education programs accordingly, a dualistic orientation that stems from Kant may be inherent in the ways we are actually doing things.  University and school operate largely within contexts that are two fairly closed. But by the influence of "knowledge for practice" the student becomes responsible for transforming his or her theoretical knowledge to activities in the classroom. The student gets little or no help in these transformation processes. Therefore t is of great importance for teacher education to deal with their traditional ways of doing things.  Recent research indicates that new forms of collaboration between university and school may facilitate the transformation processes by for example use of case-studies and boundary objects.
