[bookmark: _GoBack]Even though students’ understandings of climate change have been frequently studied, research on students’ views in combination with their teachers’ views is still missing. Therefore, the purpose of this study was to investigate ninth-graders’ and their geography teachers’ understandings of climate change as a phenomenon and its consequences. The respondents represented eleven secondary schools from all parts of Swedish-speaking Finland. A mixed methods research design was applied, combining data from questionnaires (549 students) and interviews (13 teachers). The results are worrying in so far as the students’ as well as to some extent the teachers’ understandings were inadequate and a common conception in both groups was that climate change does not affect them. Practical implications for the development of climate change education are discussed.
